If you, or someone you know are
a hate crime victim, you should:

® Contact your local law P Save all evidence. If safe, wait until law
enforcement right away enforcement arrives and takes photos

Py Get medical gttentlon P Get the names and contact information
(if you need it) of other victims and witnesses

P Write down the exact P Try to get a description from any
words that were said eyewitnesses of the criminal

O Make notes about any @ Contact community organizations in
other facts your area that respond to hate crimes

Contact 911 or go to a local hospital if you need immediate attention. To file a report, contact your local law enforcement
agency.
