Chapter 400, Statutes of 2013 (Senate Bill 809) amended Section 11165.5 of the Health and Safety Code
mandating the Department of Justice to make information about the amount and the source of all
private funds it receives for support of CURES available to the public:

11165.5

(a) The Department of Justice may seek voluntarily contributed private funds from insurers, health care
service plans, qualified manufacturers, and other donors for the purpose of supporting CURES. Insurers,
health care service plans, qualified manufacturers, and other donors may contribute by submitting their
payment to the Controller for deposit into the CURES Fund established pursuant to subdivision (c) of
Section 208 of the Business and Professions Code. The department shall make information about the
amount and the source of all private funds it receives for support of CURES available to the public.
Contributions to the CURES Fund pursuant to this subdivision shall be nondeductible for state tax
purposes.
