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Notice of Data Breach

Dear Sample A. Sample :

We are writing to notify you about a data security incident concerning employee data that we experienced at American
Future Technology Corporation d/b/a iBUYPOWER (“iBUYPOWER” or “we”) that may have impacted your personal
information. In this letter, we explain what happened, the steps we have taken to address the situation, and how we are
providing you support in light of the incident. We have also outlined additional steps you may take to protect yourself
against potential misuse of your personal information.

What Happened?

On June 21, 2025, we discovered unauthorized activity within our IT network. We took immediate steps to stop the
unauthorized activity, investigate the data security incident, and restore our regular business operations. We retained
experienced cybersecurity specialists to assist us in evaluating the situation and returning to normal.

During our investigation, we determined that an unauthorized third party accessed certain individuals’ personal
information during this data security incident. Additionally, we learned that on or about July 25, 2025, certain data held by
iBUYPOWER in its IT network, including personal information, may have been exposed. We have reviewed this data
and determined that your personal information may have been impacted.

What Information Was Involved?

The personal information that may have been impacted by this data security incident includes mailing address, telephone
number, Social Security Number, date of birth, driver’s license number, passport number, U.S. Alien Registration
Number, EAD card, identification card number, birth certificate, tax ID number, bank account number, medical
information, and health insurance information.

What We Are Doing

We value your privacy and deeply regret that this incident occurred. We consulted with cybersecurity specialists to
investigate and respond to this incident. We also worked with cybersecurity specialists to harden our IT network and
further enhance our security practices.

To help protect your identity, we are offering complimentary access to Experian IdentityWorksSM for [Extra2] months.

If you believe there was fraudulent use of your information as a result of this incident and would like to discuss how you
may be able to resolve those issues, please reach out to an Experian agent. If, after discussing your situation with an
agent, it is determined that identity restoration support is needed then an Experian Identity Restoration agent is available
to work with you to investigate and resolve each incident of fraud that occurred from the date of the incident (including,
as appropriate, helping you with contacting credit grantors to dispute charges and close accounts; assisting you in placing
a freeze on your credit file with the three major credit bureaus; and assisting you with contacting government agencies to
help restore your identity to its proper condition).

Fraud Alerts. There are two types of fraud alerts you can place on your credit report to put your creditors on notice that you 
may be a victim of fraud—an initial alert and an extended alert. You may ask that an initial fraud alert be placed on your 
credit report if you suspect you have been, or are about to be, a victim of identity theft. An initial fraud alert stays on your 
credit report for at least one year. You may have an extended alert placed on your credit report if you have already been a 
victim of identity theft and you have the appropriate documentary proof. An extended fraud alert stays on your credit report 
for seven years. You can place a fraud alert on your credit report by contacting any of the three national credit reporting 
agencies. 

Security Freeze. You have the ability to place a security freeze, also known as a credit freeze, on your credit report free of 
charge. 

A security freeze is intended to prevent credit, loans and services from being approved in your name without your consent. 
To place a security freeze on your credit report, you may use an online process, an automated telephone line, or submit a 
written request to any of the three credit reporting agencies listed above. The following information must be included when 
requesting a security freeze (note that, if you are requesting a credit report for your spouse, this information must be provided 
for him/her as well): (1) full name, with middle initial and any suffixes; (2) Social Security number; (3) date of birth; (4) current 
address and any previous addresses for the past 5 years; and (5) any applicable incident report or complaint with a law 
enforcement agency or the Registry of Motor Vehicles. The request must also include a copy of a government-issued 
identification card and a copy of a recent utility bill or bank or insurance statement. It is essential that each copy be legible, and 
display your name, current mailing address, and the date of issue. 

Federal Trade Commission and State Attorneys General Offices. If you believe you are the victim of identity theft or 
have reason to believe your personal information has been misused, you should immediately contact the Federal Trade 
Commission and/or the Attorney General’s office in your home state. You may also contact these agencies for information 
on how to prevent or minimize the risks of identity theft.
