Section I : Tit le 
This measure is The Voters' Right to Protect Marriage Initiative. 

Section 2: Marriage for One Man and One Woman Benefits Children, Families, and Society 
The Peop le of Californ ia have a compelling responsibility to protect the essence of 

marriage by ensuring that the civil institu tion of marriage between one man and one woman is 
not redefined, abolished, or dimin ished. The People find that marriage between one man and 
one wom an is dimini shed when government decreases statutory rights, incidents, or employee 
benefits o f marriage shared by one man and one woman, or when government requires private 
entiti es to offer or provide rights, incidents, or benefit s of marriage to unmarried individuals, 
or when gove rnment bestows statutory rights, incidents, or employee benefits of marriage on 
unmarri ed individual s. The People further find and declare that it is in a child ' s best interest to 
have both a father and a mother, and that marriage rights for one man and one woman must be 
protected for the well-being of children, families, and society. 

Section 3: Vote Yes to Protect Marr iage from Being Redefined, Abolished, or Diminished 
Section 1.1 of Article I of the Constitution is added to read: 

SEC. 1.1. Only marri age between one man and one woman is valid or recognized in 
California, whether contracted in this state or elsewhere. A man is an adult male human being 
who possesses at least one inherited Y chromosome, and a woman is an adult female human 
being who does not possess an inherited Y chrom osome. Neither the Legislature nor any 
court, government institution, gove rnment agency, initiati ve statute, local government, or 
gove rnment official shall abolish the civil instituti on of marriage between one man and one 
woman. or decrease statutory rights. incidents. or employee henefits of marriage shared hy 
one man and one woman, or require private entiti es to offer or provide rights, incidents, or 
benefits of marriage to unmarried individuals, or bestow statutory rights, incidents, or 
employee benefits of marriage on unmarri ed individuals. Any public act, record, or j udicial 
proceeding, from within this state or another juri sdiction, that violates this section is void and 
unenforceable.
