5 1 S .  (a) Before homosexxuaf'i, lesbianism, bestiality, sadism, masochism, 
sodomy: pederasfy? pedophilia, transvestitism, bisemlity, transgenderism, 
t r w i t y ,  necrophilia, domestic partnerships, cumilhrgus, fellatio, orgies, or 
mstwbtion may be taught in any puM-i school setting in the presence of any 
pupil in grades 7 tol2, indusive, the shod shall notify tbe parent or guardian of 
the pupil in writing no more than 15 days and no less than 10 days in advance, 
and obtain the p w t ' s  or guardian's written appitPval.

(j) Consistent with the other requirements of this attide, subdivisions (a) and (b) 
.do not appty to applicable instruction regarding the prevention?f disease that is 
fedemity appmed or to individual pupils who request confidential counseling 
with a school psychlogist or peace officer. 

(k) This section does not appty to students who are 18 years of age or older. 

(I) This section shall be liberally construed in favor of prohSilng the teach'hg of 
the s u b w  specified in subdivision (a). 

fn)The provisions of this sedion are severabie. If any provision of thin sedion or 
its application is held invalid, that invalidity shall not affect other prcnrisionsor 
applications thatcan be given effectwi tbut  the invatid provision or application.
