• 533 agencies reported a total of 5,065,428 stops in 2024  
• Compared to 4,721,135 stops across 539 agencies in 

2023
• 13 agencies did not report any stops
• CHP recorded nearly 196,000 more stops accounting for 

over half of the total increase in stops
