I have shared my concerns with Attorney General Bonta that the Task Force’s 
agenda is headed in counterproductive directions.  Having recently celebrated 
the 30th anniversary of my four-volume history of African-Americans in the 
Golden State and having explored the Underground Railroad in California 
extensively for the 6,000 site California African-American Freedom Trail, I would 
hope that the Task Force would avoid allowing preconceived notions of the Black 
experience to set it up for failure. 
During the debate for ACA 5 last year, we demonstrated that a proper 
understanding of the centrality of the Black experience led to bipartisan 
appreciation for constructive policy changes. 
However, communicating about race is a highly specialized discipline that 
creates land mines for those who approach it from established norms. 
Even after winning the California Sesquicentennial Commendation in 1998 and 
the Library Laureate from the Friends of the San Francisco Public Library in 2002, 
I was flummoxed when Vito Sgromo, curator of the Historic State Capitol 
Museum, asked me to interpret the framed nine-foot copy of the California 
adoption of the 13th Amendment in 2007. 
It led to the exhibition with the Legislative Black Caucus, Gold Rush 
Abolitionists, and eventually to finding every state legislative resolution of 
adoption for the 13th, 14th and 15th Amendments.  Like California, in most 
cases, no one had ever looked at these documents. 
We have just seen nationally how misinformation can actually turn into 
legislation with the declaration of Juneteenth as a national holiday. As I have 
pointed out as historian for San Francisco Juneteenth over the past 15 years, the 
most cited premise is factually wrong. 
1) The Emancipation Proclamation did not end slavery 
2) Galveston and the south Texas coast were in Union hands on its effective date 

on Jan. 1, 1863 
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3) Fourteen regiments of U.S. Troops of African Descent had been in the state, 
including five as early as November 1863 

4) The Civil War did not end until 1866 when those regiments completed the 
occupation of Texas 

Correcting a historic record once it has gained wide traction is incredibly 
difficult.  In the wake of the Black Lives Matter movement, several organizations 
have sought to explore slavery in California because it seemed consistent with 
commonly held beliefs about African-American history. 
That paradigm does not fit the state’s unique history.  As I found when writing 
African-Americans in the West for the Oxford Encyclopedia of African-American 
History, there is a profound bias to the East Coast.  Noting that my specialty was 
California, I asked my editor what they considered the West.  I was told that I 
would have to cover 23 states west of the Mississippi because the entire 
remainder of the book was devoted to the states east of the river. 
There is a similar bias toward the English language; not spoken in three fourths 
of the current United States at the time when Spanish pobladores first moved into 
Alta California. 
I concluded that there was a “thin-air” hypothesis to California history, dating 
not merely from the discovery of gold, but from the arrival of East Coast whites 
by ship a year later. 
That hypothesis was reinforced by the philanthropy of new migrants to form 
research institutions like the Society of California Pioneers, Huntington Library 
and Bancroft Collection. 
California, and its Black residents, were the primary catalysts for the end of 
slavery, including members of Dr. Brown’s church, Third Baptist Church, 
founded on West Indian Emancipation Day in 1852. 
Their ability to end the right of testimony and franchise act by 1862 set the stage 
for the Emancipation Proclamation and the ability to reverse the Dred Scott 
decision by 1865 with the 13th Amendment and in 1868 with the 14th 
Amendment. 
California has its own unique issues to address: 
1) How should we calculate the loss to Black Californio land grantees from the 

loss of their holdings to squatters? 
2) What was the value of the financing provided by Capt. William Alexander 

Leidesdorff for the California campaign by U.S. forces during the Mexican 
War and how should his role and land holdings be properly commemorated? 
To wit, there are 145 schools named for African-Americans, but none for 
Leidesdorff, who donated the state’s first public school 
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3) A corrupt legal decision led to the loss of 532,000 acres held by former Jefes 
Politico (Governor) Pio Pico and Andres Pico.  What have been the wealth 
consequences of that action. 

Yet, having moved to California in 1987 to be editor of the San Jose Business 
Journal,  I think the task force would be well served to focus on the contemporary 
gold rush, which actually engages matters within the jurisdiction of the Attorney 
General. 
4) What are the consequences of the failure to enforce the Unruh Civil Rights 
Act for technology employers over the past 30 years? 
5) How can bias in artificial intelligence be eliminated as Dr. Timnit Gebru and 
her colleagues in Blacks in AI are exposing? 
6) How do local governments stop the egregious give aways to developers that 
gentrify communities such as the Oakland A’s Howard Terminal scam 
7) Why the UC and California State systems combined have fewer than a dozen 
African-American history faculty? 
When the San Francisco school board took steps to remove the Victor Artuanoff 
mural from George Washington High School, which metastasized into changing 
the name of more than 40 schools, my contacts at the National Park Service asked 
me to shed some light on the Works Progress Administration genre that is 
present throughout San Francisco. 
Students at the school had raised concerns in 1974, leading to a second mural by 
Dewey Crumpler, who insisted that the original mural should stay. 
I was baffled that, in the concern about the Artuanoff mural, that the presence of 
The History of Athletics by Sargent Johnson, the largest piece of public art in the 
city by the leading artist of the Harlem Renaissance was completely ignored at 
the school. It also gave context for interpreting Artuanoff that Johnson was in a 
leadership position for the Federal Arts Project and would not have blessed other 
works at the school had they not been appropriate expressions towards his 
aspirations for depictions of Black people in public art. 
The runaway train careened off the rails. 
Black history is not a cause. When approached that way, it is damaged.  Early 
California writers like J.B. Sanderson, J.E. Francis and James Monroe Whitfield 
mastered changing minds with sophisticated literature and scholarship. 
The task for investigative bodies such as this is not to prosecute a case, but to 
provide the official record. 
That was the role of the Joint Committee on Reconstruction in the U.S. Congress, 
which took testimony through field hearings in 11 states that led to the 
overwhelming passage of the 14th Amendment, the first and most important 
African-American political accomplishment, because no one could dispute the 
authentic witness of those who had won their freedom on the battlefield. 
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That period gives us a template for how to successfully navigate America’s most 
challenging issue. 
As I tour the state next week on a mapping expedition for the California African-
American Freedom Trail, we will stop at the California Rodeo in Salinas to see 
the legacy of Jesse Stahl, the most esteemed rider of the early 20th century. 
Although he was known to be the top rider, there were no movies about him. 
So our conception of “cowboys” in American history was completely different 
from the reality in the rodeo. 
A century later, we can list on two hands, the number of depictions of African-
Americans as cowboys. 
In all 58 counties, there are such seminal figures who literally made history but 
aren’t in the history.  Our approach to setting the stage for a just California has 
been to map those 6,000 sites so that places like Los Banos can celebrate how the 
9th Cavalry stopped there on their way to Yosemite. 
The goal is to reach a result which can turn into policy, not hash tags.

AB3121 Section 8301.4 (d) states “The Task Force may enter into contracts for the purposes of 
conducting research or surveys, preparing reports, and performing other activities necessary for the 
discharge of the duties of the Task Force with state departments, agencies, and other 
instrumentalities, federal departments, agencies, and other instrumentalities, and private entities.”

Angeles the opportunity to utilize their platforms as a grassroots organization to publicize today’s 
hearing for this Task Force. We would be more effective in canvasing areas in Los Angeles with 
written materials, phone banking, and town halls/ listening sessions, with monetary & administrative 
support from this body to more meaningfully engage the Descendant Community in Los Angeles.

My computer browser is stuck in the queue. I have asked my question, here are additional comments: 

1. Ask the commission to have a narrow focus on this issue of reparations. The US must make atonement 
of its own history of slavery. In addition, the US institution of slavery is called “peculiar” because it was 
unlike that in any other country. It’s simply not realistic, nor will it be effective to try to address every 
single “black” group that has been aggrieved via this commission. There will be push back from the 
other side, and those who are anti reparations will use the “lets help all black groups” as a wedge 
between reparations and the black community. It seems what you are trying to accomplish and issues 
you are trying to tackle are too broad and you don’t have enough time to tackle them all. Narrow the 
Focus (a) cash reparations (or a derivative of this) for descendants of American slavery AND policy 
changes for Black Californians; (b) as goes California, so goes the country (see the Crown Act): 
investigate participating in a reparations super fund (there are a lot of articles on this) (c) don’t 
reinvent the wheel: use the Jewish holocaust survivors/Japanese/Guam model of reparations the US 
has executed in the past as a guide 

2. The reparations messaging needs to be consistent across the country: for PR/media please work with 
MORE (mayors reparations coalition) and the federal task force reparations and reparations 
commission in other states

I respectfully request that the task force look into the Burgess family story and land that was 
taken by the State of California et al. Rufus Burgess (Great Great Grandfather) arrived in 
Coloma in 1849 before record of any Gooch or Monroe family. Our great grandfather Rufus M 
Burgess arrived in 1851 and was set free on arrival according to state documents? 

In 1869 Rufus Burgess was buried under his slave name Nelson Bell and his land was taken by 
the state of California. In 1900 Rufus M Burgess died and was buried with his mother Annie 
Burgess, listed as his wife. Annie Married Rufus Burgess in 1864 and died in 1886. She 
remained in the Burgess home across from the blacksmith shop on main street until her 
death. We have photos of the home still standing in 1886 even though the probate records of 
Nelson Bell aka Rufus Burgess ordered the house to be carted away or burned down. 

In 1950 state employees raised the Burgess home which would have marked the location of 
land and orchards. This was the home of Rufus Burgess aka Nelson Bell. I would love the 
opportunity to present our full case to the task force, in addition to all the documents that I 
have that support how our families land and wealth were taken by state officials. 

Today there is little to no acknowledgement of the Burgess family in Coloma, largely due to all 
the surrounding the Emmanuel Church aka African Church that was last legally owned by 
Rufus M Burgess . This story in my opinion should be the highlight of the charge for 
reparations in Northern California. 

PS. The man in the photo is Rufus Burgess aka Nelson Bell and his face was made to be 
purposely darker to conceal his identity, considering Rufus M Burgess would have only been 
23 years old when this photo was taken in 1852.

Hi my name is Mario Allen 

I've experienced racism all my life between California and the southern states. I was born in Memphis TN, 
grew up in Southern California for 10 years where I spent 4 years in foster care, I moved back to TN at 15, 
graduated from college in TN, spent most of my adult life and career in TN, now I moved back to CA, Bay Area 
2 and half years ago. I understand the CA dynamics of racism and as a survivor, advocate, and a strong black 
man, I've mentored, formed none profits and partnered with many groups in efforts to help reverse systematic 
racism and help black people with better survival skills. 

I worked in Murfreesboro TN for 9 years at Verizon ending my career in 2018 after experiencing heavy racism 
and advocating for many people under attack only to be blackballed and retaliated against. I also experience 
racism in courts that took my daughter and now I'm left to look for her in the state of CA which is the reason I 
moved back to CA. Since moving to Cali I've experienced high levels of racism in the public, police, seeking 
housing, and work. I knew my journey would be hard but I never imagined my journey in CA would so harsh. I 
think my support will be useful because I understand different forms of racism from two demographics that help 
me understand the magnitude of the problem. 

I've seen systematic racism tear apart my family, community and strip me of the wealth, my child, my career, 
my social status. Racism has taken my freedoms and violated my human rights in so many ways that I 
understand ways to fight back against it. I'm looking for the opportunity to find employment on the Reparations 
advisory team or assistant in dismantling systematic racism. Racism affects all of the classes of black people 
from the top, the middle class is the hardest hit and the poor. The poor community is being bullied and needs 
reviving and the middle class is under attack during these times. The thriving class of blacks is what society 
hates and attacks the most out of jealousy and envy especially against the black man. 

• Entrepreneurs are denied prefer vendor contracts and government contracts ( I can Identify these 
areas) 

• The middle class is excluded from high-paying jobs and leadership roles. ( I can identify this area) 
• Black people especially black men are excluded from government-funded programs. ( I can identify 

these areas) 

Organizational power has to be limited because the largest group of people in the country middle class are 
popularizing systematic racism because companies normalize the behavior and keep these systems alive in 
the public. They create a social hierarchy of exclusions based on dehumanization ending with the black male 
at the bottom and the black woman is not far. Racism is a superior complex and companies are maintaining 
that base on how they distribute the wealth. Several Laws have to be created to protect the people and not the 
corporations because corporations fuel racism in society and should be accountable and responsible for fixing 
the harm. If racism is not handled on all class levels with a major focus on the middle class, society will extract 
everything given to black people and enslave them more and form stronger forms of Jim Crow. Most people 
spend more time at work, f ind friends, form groups and use the influence from work in society. (I can identify 
these areas) 

Over the past 6 months, I've been in communications with Senator Dave Cortese Office and several black and 
brown organizations to find ways to undo systematic racism. I've identified many perpetrators and systems that

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operate in corruption with police departments, civil rights groups, government-funded groups such as housing, 
civil rights, supplemental funding groups. I've raised many flags that our government legislators have no 
answer too and I need to be part of the undoing of systematic racism. I've experienced discrimination all my life 
and I have been looking for ways to stop the abuse against masses of black people. 

During the 2 and half years I've been in California I've partnered with black organizations to support the black 
community and I know I can be effective in my support. I've learned a lot about systematic racism through 
experience which is why I'd like to help. It would be an honor to serve on The Reparations Task Force 
Committee to help restore black lives.

Greetings, 

My name is Antar Keith, the Chair of the Democrats Abroad Reparations Task Force.  

With at least 6.7 million U.S. voters abroad, Democrats Abroad is a force to be reckoned with. As an 
organization, DA exists both as the official foreign arm of the Democratic Party and as a DNC-recognized State 
Party representing Americans abroad. (As a State Party, DA would number as the 11th most populous.) 

Democrats Abroad is in support of the federal legislation H. R. 40 and all further bills and laws in support of 
studying and developing U.S. Reparations until they are passed, and passed in a way that delivers full 
acknowledgment of the magnitude of anti-Black racism, restitution as agreed upon by the aggrieved, and 
closure for African-Americans (for further info, please see the attached resolution, which was adopted by the 
organization). 

The DA Reparations Task Force aims to bring greater attention to recent developments in state reparations task 
forces, like California's, as well as the House Reparations Bill currently in discussion in U.S. Congress. Thus, 
our first goal is to create ties to existing task forces and advocacy groups, share knowledge, and work together 
to create greater awareness and demand for reparatory justice for Black Americans.   

Currently, the only state-level reparations task forces within the Democratic Party are the California State 
Reparations Task Force and the Democrats Abroad Reparations Task Force.  It is for this reason that we hope 
our two teams can work together and remain in close contact. 

As a global-level task force, our ultimate goals are to:  
(1) to support the development of further municipal, state, and federal Reparations Task Forces within 
America; 
(2) and to coordinate global voter mobilization behind municipal, state, and federal reparation policies and 
programs. 

In building on the promise of reparatory justice, we would love if any members of the California Reparations 
Task Force would agree to speak (virtually) to our members (all U.S. citizens) about the fight to create 
California's Reparations Task Force, as well as the Task Force's experiences in researching history behind 
California's call for reparatory justice. 

The DA Reparations Task Force is regularly looking for connections in the fight for reparatory justice with a 
focus on acknowledgement, redress, closure.  In this pursuit, we have recently spoken with the director of the 
Dr. Ron Daniels, the director National African-American Reparations Commission about the call for 
Reparations and what is needed to secure passage of the federal Reparations Study Bill (H.R. 40). We have also 
recently spoken with former Ohio State Senator Nina Turner, who is a current candidate for Ohio U.S. House 
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Representative (OH-11), about the need for U.S. Reparations to answer both a call for justice as well as a viable 
and strategic answer to the threat that systemic discrimination and voter suppression pose the Black Americans.

So again, we would love to speak with the California Task Force to discuss more how our Task Forces can 
coordinate and work towards our shared goals of closing a painful chapter of American history. We would love 
to educate our voters on the challenges Black Americans have faced and currently face, how these challenges 
affect Black socioeconomic lived realities and civic engagement, and most importantly, how we can work 
together to promote reparations as a vehicle for addressing the root causes of legacy problems rooted in slavery, 
Jim Crow, and contemporary discrimination.

Furthermore, what contacts can you provide that can elicit further help or resources in order to 
educate Americans abroad on the importance of U.S. Reparations for Black Americans?

Proposed by: Antar Keith (DA Germany, DPCA Voting Rep)

Whereas the act of reparations is not a transfer of wealth from one person to another, nor 
is it an assignment of blame to any one individual; and 

Whereas reparations are a national obligation to acknowledge past wrongs and how they 
still impact Americans, as well as an attempt to redress said wrongs through atonement 
and provision of closure for the trauma they have wrought;12 and 

Whereas the obligation to redress belongs to the state – not to any individual – and must 
not be limited to mere restitution, i.e., the restoration of an aggrieved party to a condition 
before injustice occurred; but must include atonement, i.e., when a culpable institution 
meets conditions of forgiveness acceptable to the aggrieved;13 and 

Whereas H.R. 40 – the Commission to Study and Develop Reparation Proposals for 
African-Americans Act, a bill originally introduced in 1989 and most recently advanced 
by the House Judiciary Committee on April 15, 2021 – offers an opportunity to begin 
researching how the U.S. government could fulfill one of its oldest obligations; and 

Whereas H.R. 40 seeks to study not only how Black Americans have suffered under 
racialized terror, but also how a national apology and redress for slavery, as well as for de 
jure and de facto racial and economic discrimination, could reverse their effects on 
Americans today;14 and 

Whereas such effects stunt Black American foundational wealth, economic security, and 
political engagement, and are inherently tied: to historic anti-Black paradigms beginning 
with the 1619 arrival of African slaves to what would become the United States;15 to

Whereas Jim Crow laws banned Black Americans from “white-designated” areas and 
occupations, from voting and political representation, from scholastic endeavors, from 
medical care, and from criminal justice, and left Black Americans at a heavy

Whereas contemporary Black disenfranchisement is maintained by systems of predatory 
policing; mass incarceration (exacerbated by legal provisions such as the “three-strikes 
law” and disproportionate sentencing); and institutional racism; tracing a direct 
continuum with past forms of discrimination; and 

Whereas both major national political parties have, for too long, delayed a sound 
resolution to the economic crises facing Black America, which impacts communal health, 
education, and security;21 and 

Whereas Black Americans are aggrieved at the impunity with which unarmed Black men 
and women have been killed by an increasingly militarized police force; and 

Whereas there has been no acknowledgement of the direct linkages between modern 
police brutality and the Slave Patrol origins of U.S. policing; and 

Whereas the Summer 2020 Black Lives Matter protests in reaction to George Floyd's 
death showed that many Black Americans can no longer tolerate systemic racism and 
discrimination; and

Whereas it is integral that DA directly address Black Americans’ unresolved demand for 
just repair and redress before the Republican Party offers its own illegitimate version, 
which could appear attractive due to lack of any alternative;23 and 

Whereas reparations prove to be not only a moral imperative, but also a politically 
strategic and vital one; and 

Whereas there exist multiple examples of reparations throughout U.S. history24,25,26 and 
world history27,28 that take into account an acknowledgement of wrongdoing, offer 
provision of redress recognized as legitimate by the victims of those wrongs and their 
descendants, and provide examples of closure, where both the culpable institutions and 
aggrieved parties come to an agreement; and 

Whereas fulfilling the national obligation of U.S. Reparations will expand Black civic 
engagement and increase voter enfranchisement;

Dear Reparations Task Force Members: 

The California Council of Community Behavioral Health Agencies (CBHA) would like 
to take this opportunity to welcome and congratulate each of you for your appointment 
as members of the Reparations Task Force, spearheaded by then-Assemblymember 
Shirley Weber. Your leadership and expertise will be vital in this first-in-the-nation 
effort to examine the institution of slavery and its present-day impact on the lives of 
Black Americans. 

On behalf of our Board of Directors and members, we write to offer our support and 
assistance where it may be useful to the Task Force’s efforts. CBHA is a statewide 
association of mental health and substance use disorder non-profit community 
agencies that provide behavioral health services to over 750,000 Californians. We 
believe that Californians deserve a comprehensive, community-based behavioral 
health system that is adequately funded. We support the integration of behavioral 
health, physical health, housing, education and vocational rehabilitation services for 
children, youth, adults, and older adults. 

CBHA recognizes the impact of health disparities on the communities our member 
agencies serve. In particular, many racial and ethnically diverse communities continue 
to suffer from behavioral health conditions at disproportionate rates when compared to 
their white counterparts. According to the National Institute on Minority Health and 
Health Disparities (NIMHD), Black Americans are 20 percent more likely to experience 
serious psychological distress than the general population. In addition, Black adults 
are more likely to report feelings of sadness and hopelessness than white adults, but 
less than 9 percent of Black adults receive mental health services, compared to 18.6 
percent of white adults. For communities of color in the United States, particularly the 
Black community, the psychological impact of discrimination, racism, and historical 
trauma is severe, which exacerbates stigma that in turn impacts their willingness to 
participate in treatment. 

CBHA is exploring ways to address these inequalities through its innovative projects 
spearheaded by its Race and Social Equity Task Force (RSET). We continue to 
advocate with our partners in behavioral health to address the racial pandemic in our 
state and country. In 2020, a coalition of organizations, including CBHA, led by our 
colleagues at California Pan-Ethnic Health Network (CPEHN), sent a letter to 
Governor Newsom urging him to immediately issue an Executive Order declaring 
racism to be a public health crisis. These important state-level efforts have inspired 
several city councils, county boards of supervisors, and other local governing bodies 
across California to adopt resolutions declaring racism a public health crisis. As CBHA 
and the California Alliance of Child & Family Services (CA Alliance) represent 
agencies that provide service to these jurisdictions, we joined to release a

We were proud to see that 
our county partners have joined the movement.

Heard the Task Force is looking for stories from Californians whose ancestors were enslaved, 
detailing how and/or why their descendants made their way to California. I have a few, as my 
family on both sides were enslaved and paved a path to California. 

My great great grandmother Nancy Gooch was brought to California as a slave in 1849, “freed” 
in 1850 when California entered statehood. Her grandson Pearley married by great 
grandmother Evelyn in 1931 at Kyles Temple in Oak Park – one of the first black churches in 
Sacramento. My great great grandparents on my mom’s side of the family are founding 
members of that church. 

My great great grandparents (maternal) Pleasant and George Bent were enslaved in Missouri, 
arriving in California in the 1880s. Pleasant’s brother Henry served in the 2nd Regiment US 
Colored Artillery and is buried at Sacramento’s Historic Cemetery on Broadway. 

My great great grandfather Simon was enslaved in Georgia, his Father John Binion was his 
enslaver. The Binion family enslaved some 100 plus men, women, and children. Not only my 
great great grandfather Simon, but a great great aunt on my maternal side – Luvina Fields (DC 
Ex‐Slave Pension Case Files). Simon’s son Anias was hung, and his home burned in the 1920s 
killing one of his children. His wife, my great grandmother Evelyn came to California with her 3 
kids in toe in 1927. Although black she would pass for white, earing a nursing degree and 
working for white families in Georgia before coming out to California and marrying Pearley 
(step grandfather), her 2nd husband. 

All coming to California, except for Nancy, in hopes of a life void of racism and the lingering ills 
of slavery. Unfortunately, this wasn’t what many experienced – racism and inequities thrived; 
subtlety applied until they became the norm.
